• Can be switched on in Setup 
• Does not impact existing orgs 
• We paid $27.7 billion for Slack plz use it thx 

Salesforce to Salesforce retirement 
• Will not function in Spring 27 
• Recommended migration: Partner Cloud, Data Cloud One, MuleSoft Anypoint, or MuleSoft for Flow 

Login with Email as default 
• Rolls out starting August 2026 
• Might affect your automated UI tests 
• Allows you to login to any associated instance via email address

New Security Requirements 
• Email domain verification 
• OAuth 2.0 username-password retired 
• MFA required 
• Phishing-resistant MFA for SF Admins 
• Step-up verification for report exports 

Email verification 
• Emails are only going to go out through verified domains 
• That basically means setting up DKIMs for all your email domains 
• Can’t send with a from address of icloud.com, yahoo.com, etc but gmail and outlook are fine 
• There is a substitute email feature for unverified domains 
• From address changed to @uniqueId.sfcustomeremail.com 
• Reply-to unchanged

Security

Grant Access for Queues 
• New setting in queue “Grant access using hierarchies” 
• Allows you to share with queue members but not their superiors 

Manage Shared List View permission (Demo) 
• New permission ‘Manage Shared List Views’ 
• Users can share list views with other users without needing to access to everything 
• Users can edit or delete list views that other users share with them

Security

Apex Database Operations default to user mode 
• Before 67.0, SOQL and DML ran in system mode 
• Enforces sharing rules, FLS, object permissions 
• Must explicitly overwrite via ‘WITH SYSTEM_MODE’ keyword or AccessLevel.SYSTEM_MODE override 
• The ‘WITH SECURITY_ENFORCED’ SOQL clause has been removed 

Apex Classes default to With Sharing 
• Before 67.0, undeclared class access was without sharing 
• Enforces sharing rules in FLS 
• Triggers still run in a without sharing context, but DB operations run in user mode 
• Maybe AI wrote these release notes because they sound contradictory 
• For 66.0 and prior, omitted sharing declarations may change the behavior 

• Part of inheritance chain with any 67 class 
• Uses @AuraEnabled method 
• If not an Apex entry point, uses the sharing of the calling class

Use Date Operations in Decision Logic (Demo) 
• New select options in decision elements 
• Avoids needing to write formula workarounds 

View Related Record Names and Hyperlinks (Demo) 
• When adding a lookup record to a datatable 
• Show name instead of Id, enable hyperlink to record 

Radio Buttons Group (Demo) 
• Instead of vertical radio buttons, go horizontal

• Launch SF record or external URL between screen transitions 
• Doesn’t seem available to me (was temporarily pulled from release in April)

properties 
• Uses the Themes and Branding custom colors
